OVERVIEW
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CLAMP INSTALLATION
This device features attachment points for two (2) omega brackets located on the device underside, 
near the underside vents. A safety cable rigging point is also included, located beside the carry 
handle (see the illustration above). When mounting this unit to truss, be sure to secure appropriately 
rated omega brackets (not included) to the mounting bracket attachment points and attach a sepa-
rate SAFETY CABLE of the appropriate rating to the safety cable rigging point.
